7. How can the information in this training help you in your job, day to day life, or related areas of concern?

· Knowledge providers power to change

· Will be another piece of the puzzle to having a more trauma informed community
· Understanding why children behave the way they do and why adults can’t step out of their comfort zone

· One on one with my client

· Get better services for my kids

· It helps to understand that you never know how much trauma a person has gone through just looking at them

· It opened my eyes to the fact that just about everyone has had a traumatic event in their life

· To better serve my clients

· Helping parents recognize how what has happened to them has has led to the problems they are having now

· More aware of options in treating trauma

· I am in contact with elders who are experiencing their trauma again as their dementia progresses and their memories of earlier years come to be felt in the present moment

· As a member of our PCS Crises Team I have more information to help others

· Have empathy and understanding that almost everyone has suffered from trauma

· I am currently working with many people who are getting out of prison and re-unifying with their families

· Helps with prevention counseling and therapy

· In reality, people continue to use substances until their reason for using is removed; using these techniques can make things happen

· It give me some ideas for problems faced with being a better guardian

· The children for whom I am guardian as well as their parents are usually victims of trauma
· Very well done

· Listen more, thinking about clients’ past that caused why they are homeless

· To just be able to keep it in mind

· It reaffirmed a lot I already knew; will make me continue to think and respond appropriately—thank ya!

· Being more understanding; aware of consumers who have trauma

· Increased awareness; help me better understand ways to better serve clients with PTSD

· Professionally, I want to be informed and use best practices to help our families evolve socially and emotionally

· It can help me inform my colleagues within my agency and provides an alternative approach to working with youth

· I work with youth in foster care and removal from parents/families is traumatic

· Coping with parents and kids in Foster Care
